The major European airlines offer regular direct flights from Paris Charles de 

Gaulle and major European cities into Lyon. 

However, flights are going to be on very high demand so please make sure to book 

early in order to secure your seat and get the best fares. 

 

Your guides will meet you at the airport between 11.00 am and 12.00 pm and a 

private air conditioned coach will take you to your hotel.  
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Friday, July 9th - day 1: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 7, Montargis / Gueugnon 

Group: Arrival at Lyon Airport and transfer to Lons-le-Saunier 

Hotel: 3* Hotel Parenthèse in Lons-le-Saunier 

 

Bienvenue en France !  

After a shuttle by private coach, you will arrive in Lons-le-Saunier, where you will spend 

your first night in a 3* hotel on a half-board basis.  

 

Lyon airport / Lons-le-Saunier: 144 km (89 miles) ð 1.30 hours 

 

You will be lodged in the highly popular 3* Hotel Parenthèse, located in an exceptional 

setting at the heart of Jura surrounded by beautiful vineyards. This hotel has a particular 

soothing effect on the guests. Here you will find sauna, swimming-pool, a 3 hectare park 

and free wifi. 

 

 
 

You will have the time to go for an easy ride and get your legs primed for the challenges 

ahead. You may also relax at the hotel and take advantage of what this beautiful area has 

to offer. 

 

In the evening we will gather for a welcoming champagne cocktail with your new 

travelling companions for conversation of the week at hand, before enjoying your first 

sumptuous dinner in France. 
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Saturday, July 10th - day 2: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 7, Tournus / Station des Rousses 

Group: Ride the last 80 km (51 miles) of the stage and attend the finish of the stage 

Hotel: 3* Hotel in Avoriaz 

Todayõs ride: 80 km (51 miles) 

 

After one week of racing during which the riders have been able to show their full talent, 

it will be time for the climbers. After a forty kilometre flat ride, the going gets tough, and 

the tough gets going { this is a typical English saying!} ,with an unrelenting and rising 

succession of mountain climbs, and notably the ascension of the southern slopes of La 

Croix de la Serra (1,049 m). A final 14 kilometre climb will lead to the summit finish in 

Les Rousses. The favourites for the final win will certainly gauge each other on this first 

mountain stage. 

 

After breakfast, you will leave the hotel as a 

group to get to the dayõs route.  

We will separate into two groups of 

different ability levels for each day. Each 

group will be accompanied by a qualified 

staff rider and a back-up vehicle with an 

experienced technician and supplies (food 

and drink). On some days, one group will 

be able to ride a more challenging route.  

 

Today is a challenging stage, which still 

features an average level of difficulty. It can 

be considered as a warming-up for the 

upcoming mountain stages and it is the 
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stage that we have chosen for you to make your dearest dream come true: ride a stage of the 

Tour de France, just like the pros. For the last 80 km (51 miles) of the stage ð including the 

Col Croix de la Serra ð you will be like a genuine, professional rider competing in the 

Tour de France. On the route, you will find yourself surrounded and cheered on by the 

crowds that are waiting for the Tour to zip by.  

 

Croix de la Serra (2nd category) ð Length: 17.5 km (10.9 miles); Height: 1409 m. (4,623 

ft); Average: 4.5% (max. 7.5%). 

 

At arrival, you will be provided with an exclusive accreditation from Ronan Pensec 

Travel, which will allow you to have lunch at the private caterer of Ronan Pensec Travel 

in the technical zone.  

You will have the privilege of visiting the compound, T.V. and media broadcasting area, 

of meeting former Tour de France champions who are working now for the TV (Paul 

Shewen, Bob Roll, Phil Liggett, Bernard Hinaulté) and of collecting autographs and 

taking some pictures. 

 

  

 

While standing just in front of the finish line, you will watch the famous òcaravane 

publicitaireó passing by and the riders finishing this first Alpine stage. 

 

The persons who choose not to ride their bike will leave with the private coach to go to 

Les Rousses and visit the TV and media broadcasting area.

Shortly after the finish, we will make our way to Avoriaz where we will stay for two 

nights. 

Staying in Avoriaz for 2 nights is a great advantage for you as Avoriaz is in great demand 

during the Tour de France. Tomorrow you will be only 1 km from the finish line. 

 

Les Rousses / Hotel residence: 142 km (87 miles) ð 2 hours. 

 

You will stay in a fully-equipped apartment at the Hotel resort, featuring a wide range of 

activities (swimming pool, fitness classes, oxygenation sessions, tennis courts...). This 

hotel is the ideal place to take a breath a fresh air and to be in top form for a sportive 

vacation.   
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Sunday, July 11th - day 3: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 8, Station des Rousses / Morzine-Avoriaz  

Group: Climb to the finish in Avoriaz 

Hotel: 3* Hotel in Avoriaz 

Todayõs ride: 45 km (28 miles) 

 

 

 

The peloton comes today in the thick of things. The pack has been encountering some 

steep challenges since the start, but today is the first real contact with high mountain 

peaks. The main difficulties will take place during the last part of the stage, with the Col 

de la Ramaz (14 km, 8.7 miles, 6.9% Height: 1615 m) before the high altitude finish in 

Avoriaz (13.6 km, 8.5 miles, 6.1% Height: 1700 m.). 

The location of our hotel is excellent for 

accessing todayõs stage. We will be just 1 

kilometre from the finish line in Avoriaz 

 

Rarely climbed during the Tour de 

Franceð only twice ð the Ramaz sits forty 

kilometres from the summit of Avoriaz. 

This is a steady climb, which really 
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becomes steep and alpine after about 8 kilometres with a narrow stretch along the edge of 

a cliff.   

 

The Avoriaz ascent may seem relatively easier than the Maraz as most bends are flat, 

which enables to relax oneõs legs. But the climb is particularly difficult on the last part, as 

the slope becomes steeper and even though you may see the Avoriaz village, it seems that 

you never come near. Fortunately the landscape is of incomparable beauty, thus making 

the ascent a little easier. 

 

We will ride down into the plain and join the last part of the òroute du Touró to climb the 

Avoriaz ascent - your challenge of the day. Riding this mountain stage ahead of time will 

give you the opportunity of experiencing the same "Tour de France" atmosphere as the 

pros do. On the way up you will enjoy the fanfare and encouragement of the crowd 

cheering the riders. You will also be encouraged by the views which get better and better 

as the altitude increases, with especially a great waterfall (the òCascade Rougetó) off to the 

right. And of course, your guides will be with you during the climb. Todayõs ride will be 

shorter than on other days ð around 45 km (28 miles) ð because we will be at the finish of 

the stage and this finish will take place at a summit. In such circumstances, all roads 

around the race are closed a few hours in advance so we will not be able to ride too far 

away in order to see the race. But despite the distance, you will be riding at high altitude, 

therefore ready yourself for a great personal challenge.  
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This stageõs will be particularly exciting as this will be the first high-mountain stage, as the 

arrival takes place at the summit in Avoriaz. We will watch the professionals as they reach 

the finishing line ð with a lot of surprises in store!!!!!!! 

 

Avoriaz being a small community, after the stage, you will be able to walk to the hotels 

where the teams will be staying, see the mechanics at work, and maybe obtain souvenirs 

and autographs from the riders. 

 

Finish line/Hotel: 1 km (0.62 miles) 

 

In the evening, you will relax sharing the dayõs memories with your newly found friends, 

while enjoying a typical dinner. 

 

 

 

Monday, July 12th - day 4: 

 

Tour de France: Rest day in Morzine-Avoriaz 

Group: Meet the riders on their rest day and/or climb the Col de Joux Plane and ascent 

to Avoriaz. 

Hotel: 3* Radiana Hotel in La Léchère  

Todayõs ride: 13.5 km (8.5 miles) or 76 km (47.3 miles) 

 

As the Tour de France riders spend their well-deserved rest day ð after 9 days of tough 

racing ð you will be able to explore the area. 

This morning, decide whether you prefer to head directly for Morzine where the riders 

spend their rest day or challenge yourself to yet another beautiful ride in the surrounding 

mountains.  

Option 1: Avoriaz / Morzine: 13.5 km (8.5 miles) 

Option 2: Avoriaz / Taninges / Ascent to Avoriaz / Morzine: 76 km (47.3 miles)

Those willing to head for Morzine directly will have the opportunity to sleep in and relax 

before riding their bikes into this traditional market town. Morzine is located at the 

border with Switzerland and the place is famous for its panoramic mountain views and 

modern ski facilities. The resort is bordered by partially wooded slopes and contains 

attractive chalets spread across a river gorge. It also features highly rated restaurants. 

 

 

 

Hotel/Morzine: 13.5 km (8.5 miles) 

 

Today visit the village and explore its scenic surrounding. You will see the hotels where 

the teams are staying, the teamsõ equipment and fleet such as buses, motor homes, etc, 

and collect souvenirs and autographs from the riders. 

   
Lance Armstrongôs bike 
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Would you prefer a more sportive day, you can join the group that will climb the Col de 

Joux Plane, the ascent to Les Gêts and the ascent to Avoriaz until the summit. You will 

enjoy quiet roads and you will be free to appreciate the landscape without the crowd of 

supporters. After the ride, we will join the group in Morzine. 

 

From Avoriaz, we will make a 76 km (47.3 miles) loop in the surrounding mountains. Our 

first high mountain pass will be the Col de Joux Plane ð which we will climb from the 

Southside. The Joux Plane, is one of the steepest climbs in the Alps (and also one of the 

most beautiful!). In 1997, Tour winner Marco Pantani climbed the Col de Joux Plane in 

33 minutes. It is also one of the few Tour de France climbs where Lance Armstrong 

suffered, being handily beaten by Virenque in 2000.  This is where pure climbers excel, 

while the others who are mighty on flat roads do not find their pace. The Col de Joux 

Plane is not the longest climb but it is very steep and irregular. The bottom of the pass is 

very steep, farther up, the road serves small hamlets scattered on the sun side shelves, 

where the grades are relatively soft before getting steeper again. Above 1000-meter 

altitude, you will be rewarded by the view of the Mont-Blanc offering you its best profile. 

 

Col de Joux Plane - Length: 11.7 km (7.3 miles); Height: 1691 m. (5,548 ft); Average: 

8.5%; Hors-catégorie. 

 

The ascent to Les Gêts is just behind the Joux Plane. We will then finish with the ascent 

to Avoriaz. This time, roads will be quieter and we will be able to reach the summit.  

This ride accomplished, you shall appreciate going back to the hotel and relax before 

heading for Morzine and see the place where the pros spend their rest day. 

 

We will meet at 5 pm in Morzine city centre to take our coach towards the health resort 

of òLa Léchèreó where we will spend the next two nights. 

 

Morzine/Hotel: 110 km (70.3 miles) ð 2 hours   
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You will be lodged in the 3* Radiana hotel, a hotel in the heart of the Savoie, with a 

special take on wellness.  

 

Tonight, you will savour the creativity of the hotelõs Chef in a relaxing and elegant 

atmosphere. 

 

 

 

Tuesday, July 13th - day 5: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 10, Morzine-Avoriaz / Saint-Jean de Maurienne 

Group: Ride the Col de la Madeleine and see the riders passing by. 

Hotel: 3* Radiana Hotel in La Léchère 

Todayõs ride: 58 km (36 miles) or 113 km (70 miles) 

 

The 11th stage of the 2010 Tour de France will definitely be one of the most spectacular 

stages and one that will be significant for riders to win the Tour. This stage features the 

very difficult Col de la Madeleine, the last Col before the arrival in Saint-Jean de 

Maurienne. 
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Col de la Madeleine: Length: 24.54 km (6,539 ft.); Height: 1993 m. (1.24 miles); Average: 

6.4% (max. 11.1%); Hors-catégorie. 

 

Today you will be once again using your preferred transportation mode to reach the final 

climb and see the stage unfold. We will climb the Col de la Madeleine ð a Tour de France 

classic ð and we will stand on the òroute du Touró to watch the riders passing by and 

heading into the arrival.  

 

You will be able to climb the Col de la Madeleine directly from the hotel in La Léchère or 

make a detour via Courchevel before tackling the monster climb.  

 

Col de la Madeleine ð Length: 24.54 km (15.8 miles); Height: 1,993 m. (6,539 ft); Average: 

6.4% (max. 11.1%); Hors-catégorie. 

 

Option 1: La Léchère / Col de la Madeleine / La Léchère: 58 km (36 miles) 

Option 2: La Léchère / Courchevel 1850 / Col de la Madeleine / La Léchère: 113 km (70 

miles) 

 

Those heading towards the longest option will climb Courchevel 1850 before joining the 

òroute du Touró on the Madeleine. Courchevel is a popular ski resort in the winter 

months, and is part of the Three Valleys ski area which boasts the title of being the 

biggest ski area in the world. The Courchevel 1850 is not steepest climb, but with 22.2 

kilometres (13.8 miles) with 6 kilometres at a gradient of over 8% including 1 kilometre at 

almost 10%, the pass is no joke. However, it is a beautiful route surrounded by huge 

mountains, with several little villages featuring very fancy chalets ð the beautiful people 

ski here! 

 

Courchevel 1850: Length: 22.2 km (13.8 miles); Height: 1850 m. (6,069.6 ft); Average: 

6.2%. 
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The group will gather at the summit of the Col de la Madeleine and wait for the riders 

passing by. You may see the riders pass one after the other before one hundred of others 

come up and disappear from sight. This high tension day will have an even more frenzied 

atmosphere. You will be part of this great carnival, situated at the heart of the Tour de 

France, with the crowd cheering up and the publicity caravan featuring some of the most 

bizarre motor vehicles you have ever seen.  

 

                

 

After todaysõ stage we will return to the hotel, where dinner time will provide us with the 

opportunity to share the dayõs events. 
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Wednesday, July 14th - day 6: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 10, Chambéry/Gap 

Group: Private access to the stageõs start and transfer towards Alpe dõHuez  

Hotel: 3* Alpazur at Alpe dõhuez 

Todayõs ride: To be determined 

 

Todayõs stage is a medium-mountain stage, which shall be quite spectacular with two 

major hurdles ð the Laffrey climb and the Noyer mountain pass ð before the arrival in 

Gap. It is custom in France to hope for French fireworks at the finish line on Bastille 

Day, a hope that is evidently not shared by the rest of the packé 

 

The race will start in Chambéry, the city where Greg Lemond won the 1989 World 

Championship, confirming his comeback success attained on the Tour 3 months earlier. 

 

After breakfast we will ride our coach to Chambéry. You will have special access to 

todayõs stage start. You will visit the start area reserved for the teams, putting you in close 

contact with the teams, their equipment, such as buses, motor homes, etc... You will also 

see how your favourite riders warm up and get to meet the Tour de France riders and 

other cycling legends. 
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After the stage start, our coach will take us to our hotel in Alpe dõHuez. We will be there 

quite early so you will be free to either rest and enjoy the place or once again challenge 

yourself for a nice ride. The route will be decided with the guides depending on what 

most participants prefer doing. 

 

Chamb®ry/Alpe dõHuez: 120 km (74 miles) 

 

 

 

Thursday, July 15th - day 7: 

 

Group: Alpe dõHuez mythical Climb  

Hotel: 3* Alpazur at Alpe dõhuez 

Todayõs ride: 35 km (22 miles) or 120 km (74.6 miles) 

 

After breakfast you will all leave the hotel and head down into the valley and the dayõs 

route. Then you will tackle the mythical Alpe dõHuez.  

 

This òabove-categoryó climb was the Tourõs first mountain finish back in 1952, when 

Fausto Coppi won the stage; it has since acquired a mystic unmatched by any other route. 

It always offers an extraordinary spectacle and draws a huge crowd.   

Dutch cycling aficionados come in such great numbers that the Alpe dõHuez is often 

called the òDutch mountainó and is considered the highest mountain in the Netherlands. 

The 21 switchbacks were named after the stageõs winner. The climbõ ascent has become a 

legend and it has often been the deciding factor in determining the race winner.  

 

By the end of the day you will be able to include the Alpe dõHuez in your list of the 

greatest passes that you have climbed. We will time your climb and at your arrival at the 

summit, you will be awarded with a diploma certifying that you have climbed this 

legendary pass. 
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Alpe dõHuez: Length: 13.9 km (8.64 miles); Height: 1,814 m. (5,951.5 ft.); Average: 8.1% 

(max. 14%) You will have the choice between climbing the Alpe dõHuez directly or 

discovering the Lautaret and the Galibier before tackling the Huez. 

 

Option 1: Hotel / Alpe dõHuez top / Hotel: 35 km (22 miles) 

Option 2: Hotel / Col du Lautaret / Col du Galibier / Alpe dõHuez / Hotel: 120 km 

(74.6 miles) 

 

Please note that today like on the other days, your RPT friendly and professionally staffed 

back-up vehicle will follow each group and will provide drinks and energy bars. 

 

The first group will complete the Alpe dõHuez climb first. Would someone be too tired to 

ride back to the hotel, our bus will be there to drive anyone back. Afterwards, this group 

will have plenty time to enjoy the Alpe dõHuez resort ð a place offering many activities. 
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The second group will discover two very important mountain passes in the Tour de 

France history: the Col du Lautaret and the Col du Galibier. 

 

Col du Lautaret: Length: 40 km (24.9 miles); Height: 2,058 m. (6,752 ft.); Average: 3.8% 

(max. 9%) 

Col du Galibier: Length (from Lautaret): 8.7 km (5.4 miles); Height: 2,640 m. (8,862 ft.); 

Average: 6.6% (max. 12%) 

 

Our first great Col will be the Lautaret. The Col du Lautaret was modeled by a glacier 

which flowed down either side into the valleys of the Romanche and the Guisane, which 

explains the relatively easy gradient of the slopes by which it is attained. The climb is 

indeed never very steep but it is long and exposed to strong winds and this is what makes 

it a difficult climb. Then on to the Col du Galibier. This Col is one of the greatest and one 

of the most challenging climbs in the Alps. The route ð between high peaks and glaciers ð 

is very scenic and the descent is fabulous. The Col du Galibier was first used in the Tour 

de France in 1911. The first rider over the summit was Emile Georget, who, with Paul 

Duboc and Gustave Garrigou were the only riders not to walk.  

 

Those willing to skip the Galibier will be free to do so and shorten their ride at 103 km 

(64 miles) instead of 120 km (74.6 miles). They will be able to enjoy a break while the 

others climb the pass. 

We will finally attain the Alpe dõhuez and tackle this legendary climb ð our great challenge 

of the day. As for the first group, the bus will be at the summit to drive you back to the 

hotel.  
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Friday, July 16th - day 8: 

 

Group: Departure 

 

You will enjoy this morningõs breakfast with a great sense of accomplishment and a 

multitude of images in your mind. Afterwards it will be time to say goodbye to this yearõs 

Tour de France. Youõll depart in the morning by private coach to the Lyon Airport 

(Transfer time: 2 hours). 

 

Your guides will be available to help you, should you have any question or request, and to 

wish you a nice trip back home. 

 

 

You may also choose to make your stay longer and see the other beautiful regions in 

France. We would be more than happy to organize your trip and advise you with the most 

interesting sightseeing.  

 

Would you travel until Paris, our status as an Official Tour de France Operator enables us 

to offer you as an option a selection of grandstand seats on the Champs Elysees, from 

where you will be able to attend the arrival of the Tour de France just in front of the 

finish line and ceremony podium.
