Thursday, July 22nd - day 1: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 18, Pau / Tourmalet 

Group: Arrival at Bordeaux train station, transfer to the hotel and visit of a Bordeaux 

vineyard 

Hotel: 3* Soretel Hotel in Bordeaux Merignac

traveling companions over a welcoming cocktail for conversation of the journey at hand.

Friday, July 23rd - day 2: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 18, Salies du Bearn / Bordeaux 

Group: Discover the feeding station 

Hotel: 3 * Hotel Soretel Bordeaux Merignac 

 

Today’s stage will be a true enjoyment. The route is totally flat and free of any major 

difficulty and the views around are wonderful! Sprinters have not been able to show their 

full performance for several days and this stage will be their opportunity to break away. 

There’s no doubt that we will attend a massive sprint. The green jersey will do his best to 

earn a few points while the favourites will stay quietly in the peloton, in preparation for 

the upcoming big day. 

After breakfast, you will leave the hotel as a group to 

reach the day’s route.  

You will be taken to the feeding station by bus. 

There you will see the Tour de France staff handing 

out the ―musettes‖ (bags with the food) to the 

speeding riders and if you wish you will take part in 

the crowd picking up the riders’ empty bottles. You 

will also see the ―publicity caravan‖ passing by and 

you will be part of this great carnival, at the best 

point to live the magic of the Tour de France. 

After watching the riders going through the feed 

station, we will go back to our hotel and enjoy a dinner. 

Feed station / Hotel: 90 km (56 miles) 
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Saturday, July 24th - day 3: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 19, Time Trial: Bordeaux / Pauillac. 

Group: Attend the start of the time trial and transfer into Paris 

Hotel: 4* Hotel near the Champs Elysees 

 

If the 8 kilometre prologue was 

the starter, the only major time-

trial in this year’s race is the 

dessert: a 51 km (31.7 miles) long 

time-trial, at the heart of the 

celebrated vineyards that produce 

such quality Bordeaux vintages, a 

hotspot of the French heritage. 

Along the route, riders will pass 

through districts with names such as Medoc, Saint-Emilion or Sauternes, with castles and 

stunning views in between.  

 

This time trial presents no real difficulty as the Bordeaux area is flat. There’s no doubt 

that the fastest wheels of the peloton should make their best to earn a bit more of bonus 

seconds. Manifestly, this will be the scene of an ultimate and decisive struggle for the 

Yellow Jersey. 
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The arrival will take place in Pauillac – a picturesque village in southwestern France at the 

heart of 3000 acres of vineyards. The place is home to some of the most renowned wines: 

Château Lafite Rothschild, Château Latour, and Château Mouton Rothschild.  

 

This morning we will head for Pauillac where the finish of the time-trial will take place. 

You will see the riders arriving one after the other, and once the yellow jersey has crossed 

the finish line, we will catch the stage’s arrival on TV.  

 

Then we will head for the train station and take the TGV fast train into Paris. Your guides 

will be with you to take you into your 4* hotel near the Champs Elysees.  

 

You will stay in a 4* hotel near the Champs Elysees on B&B basis. This hotel is a place 

with a very special take on the art of living. You will appreciate the absolute comfort and 

sophistication of this hotel, as well as the truly personal welcome that will be deserved to 

you.  

    

 

Tonight you will have the opportunity to explore the town and find a restaurant of your 

choice, before enjoying a well deserved nights rest.

Group: Attend the finish of the Tour de France  

Hotel: 4* Hotel near the Champs Elysees 

 

Since the beginning of this 97th Tour de France in 

Rotterdam, the riders have thrived to reach Paris on 

the cobblestones of the Champs Elysees. 

 

What finer finish imaginable than one that crosses 

the ―world’s most beautiful avenue‖? The overall 

ranking is usually settled before the final stage so the 

racing is more for the glory and to settle the 

sprinters’ competition. Yet, completing the Tour de 

France on the Champs-Elysees is for all riders a 

distinguished achievement and for all spectators a 

wonderful show.  

 

This morning you will be able to sleep in or enjoy Paris on your own before heading for 

the Champs Elysees to see the final stage of the 2010 Tour de France arriving and 

completing its 8-lap finale.
